· Brief report –

The Department of AYUSH has organized an Interactive meeting with foreign delegates for Global Propagation of Ayurveda on 3 & 4 May 2010 at The Hotel Ashoka, New Delhi. The meeting was attended by representatives of NGOs/ Institutions from the following countries who are involved in the propagation of Ayurveda. The objective of the meeting was to bring about a synergy between the efforts of AYUSH, and the various NGOs working abroad for propagation of Ayurveda and bring them on to a common platform.

And next special address by Smt. S. Jalaja, Secretary, Department of AYUSH and a presentation by Ms. Meenakshi Negi, Dept. of AYUSH on brief overview of Initiatives taken up by the department.

About 200 delegates from India and International agencies participated in the meeting.

All have divided into five working groups and discussed various issues regarding the global propagation.

1. Education in Ayurveda 

2. Research and Clinical care

3. Legislation, Regulation & International Policy Initiatives

4. Pharmaceuticals 

5. Promotion & Propagation of Ayurveda

All the groups have prepared the action plan taking the Report and Recommendations of 1st Interactive meeting held in 2009 into consideration.

1. Development of standard curriculum for ayurveda education in other countries other than India

2. To establish AYUSH chairs in foreign universities

3. To set up Centre for Research in Indian System of Medicine (CRISM) at different universities of the world

4. Setting up of AYUSH Information cells at various embassies 

5.  Consultation of Pharmacopeia regulatory committees of different countries for inclusion of Ayurveda and its products 

6.  Utilization of various latest technology for propagation and promotion of Ayurveda at diversified places of intellectual congregations
